Initiating JRE within the ESR TPLY environment
The following steps should be completed by your organisations ESR lead to create a user account that will be configured to initiate JRE within the ESR TPLY (TPL1) environment. 
· STEP 1 – Login to the ESR TPLY (TPL1) environment.

· STEP 2 – Create an employee record using the HR Administration URP.
· STEP 3 - Create a User Account using Local HRMS System and User Administration URP. The person record that has been created in step 2 must be linked to the user account as illustrated below:
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· STEP 4 - Select the Maintain CRS Person UUID URP from the Local HRMS Systems and User Administrator URP.
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· STEP 5 – Find the person record that has been created in step 1 and populate the following fields within the form and save changes:

CRS Registration Authority UUID – Populate with any 12 digit number.


Date Authenticated 

  – Populate with todays date


e-GIF Level 3 Validated 

  – Set to Yes
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· STEP 6 – Exit ESR and close all Internet Explorer windows (this will ensure the J-initiator session is closed).
· STEP 7 - Login to the TPLY environment as the user created in Step 3 (via username and password). 
· STEP 8 - Open an ESR form (e.g. by selecting the Enter and Maintain URP).
· STEP 9 – When the form is opened ESR will attempt to initiate JRE. The following message will be displayed to confirm that you wish to run the application. Click run when prompted.
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· STEP 10 – JRE should have been successfully initiated and the following icon displayed on the windows task bar.
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Please note the ESR TPLY environment is not linked to NHS CRS and access via Smartcard is therefore not possible. 

The process described above will confirm that JRE has been successfully initiated by ESR. Your organisations local IT department must refer to the M-0250 JRE deployment guide for further details regarding additional JRE configuration that may be required prior to NHS CRS Smartcard usage.
